SERVICE LEVEL: 2

Tools Required: 3/6-inch Allen Key. NOTE: SAVE ALL SCREWS FOR USE DURING REASSEMBLY.

REPLACING AN ARMREST
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Use the remote to fully deploy the foot and calf massager to a horizontal position (Fig.1).

Pull up on the seat pad to remove it from the chair.

Using a 3/16-inch Allen Key, remove the two screws/washers that secure the armrest to the chair (Fig.2).

Pull the armrest straight up until the mounting posts on the lower inside edge of the armrest clear the mounting
post guides, then remove the armrest from the chair (Fig.3).
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INSTALLING THE NEW ARMREST

Insert the two mounting posts on the lower inside edge of the armrests into the two corresponding mounting post guides (Fig.4).

Lower the armrest into position, until the mounting brackets on the armrest meet the screw holes on the chair frame (Fig.4).

Replace the two screws/washers to secure the armrest to the chair (Fig.4).

Align the hook and loop fasteners on the bottom of the seat pad with those on the seat canvas, then press the seat pad into place to secure it.

Use the remote to retract the foot and calf massager.
